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In the second chapter of his encyclical  Caritas in Veritate Pope Benedict XVI identifies with the world-vision of his predecessor Pope Paul VI.  He states that the author of Populorum Progressio “had an articulated vision of development.  He understood the term to indicate the goal of rescuing peoples, first and foremost, from hunger, deprivation, endemic diseases illiteracy.   From the economic point of view, this meant their active participation, on equal terms in the international economic process; from the social point of view, it meant their evolution into educated societies marked by solidarity; from the political point of view, it means the consolidation of democratic regimes capable of ensuring freedom and peace.”  (21) In the midst of the present global crises of confidence in societal structures our universal  shepherd warns that the former Pope’s vision has been ignored to the humankind’s detriment.  He sees that “profit is useful if it serves as a means towards an end  that provides a sense both of how to produce it and how to make good use of it.  Once profit becomes the exclusive goal, if it is produced by improper means and without the common good as its ultimate end, it risks destroying wealth and creating poverty.”  (Ibid).  We need only to make a cursory review of history to acknowledge the sad truth of this reality.  We recall the poorhouses of  England, the sweatshops of New York, and the slums of Mexico city.  While the poorest of the poor struggle to survive, others are able to manipulate financial markets to satisfy their bottomless appetites.  The incessant hunger for wealth has caused many to violate norms of decency in terms of environmental factors.  Forests are devastated from the present with no reference to the needs of future generations.  The interests of all must be the concern of all.

Because of the unbridled greed of the few not only have economic systems  failed but social structures have become stressed.  Individuals and corporations have sought to avoid their responsibilities by illegitimate practices.  For example, some employers keep those who work for them unreported  that they might not pay their shares of taxes.  Others go to great lengths to hide their assets.  Still others utilize their funds to convince legislators and regulators to less protections for workers and to decrease benefit requirements.  These injustices the Holy Father links with what is evident in a culture of death mode of thinking.  He writes:  “One of the most striking aspects of development in the present day is the important question of respect for life, which cannot in any way be detached from questions concerning the development of peoples.  It is an aspect which has acquired increasing prominence in recent times, obliging us to broaden our concept of poverty…and underdevelopment to include questions connected with the acceptance of life, especially in cases where it is impeded in a variety of ways.  Not only does the situation of poverty still provoke high rates of infant mortality in many regions, but some parts of the world still experience practices of demographic control on the part of governments that often promote contraception and even go so far as to impose abortion.  In economically developed countries, legislation contrary to life is very widespread, and it has already shaped moral attitudes and praxis, contributing to the spread of an anti-birth mentality, frequent attempts are made to export this mentality to other States as if it were a form of cultural process.  Some non-governmental organizations work actively to spread abortion, at times promoting the practice of sterilization in poor countries, in some cases not even informing the women concerned.  Moreover, there is reason to suspect that development aid is sometimes linked to specific health-care policies which de factor involve the imposition of strong birth control measures.  Further grounds for concern  are laws permitting euthanasia as well as pressure from  lobby groups, nationally and internationally, in favor of its juridical recognition.  Openness to life is at the center of true development.  When a society moves towards the denial or suppression of life, it ends up no longer finding the necessary motivation and energy to strive for man’s true good.  If personal and social sensitivity towards the acceptance of a new life is lost, then other forms of acceptance that are valuable for society also wither away…The acceptance of life strengthens moral fiber and makes people capable of mutual help.  By cultivating openness to life, wealthy peoples can better understand the needs of poor ones, they can avoid employing huge economic and intellectual resources to satisfy the selfish desires of their own citizens, and instead, they can promote virtuous action within the perspective of production that is morally sound and marked by solidarity, respecting the fundamental right to life of every people and every individual.” (28)  It does not require much imagination to realize that Pope Benedict recalls the Cairo conference of the U. N in which the values of human life were euphemistically denied under titles such as “reproductive rights”, “family planning”, and “population control”.  As the Holy Father notes because of such views it is no wonder that this same international force has failed to respond effectively to the human genocides taking place by means of governmental generated famines, tribal warfare, and arms buildups.  He establishes a connection that is logical though maybe not immediately apparent in our society.  For decades in our country we have denied protection to the unborn child, supported the ethics of euthanasia, and become more comfortable with the possibility of rationing health care at the same time we have witnessed corporate executives receiving golden parachutes and others being imprisoned for stock manipulations, while still others have bankrupted their firms through greed.  These leaders valued their narcissistic desires more than the millions that depended on these persons and businesses for their existences.  Self-interest ruled not the common good.
This week I will be attending the Supreme Convention of the Knights of Columbus in Phoenix.  At each of the Masses I will remember you as I always seek your prayers.
