She died in 1680 and was beatified on June 22, 1980 - the first    Native American to be called Blessed”

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PASTORS NOTES
As mentioned last week the church is looking forward to receiving a new translation of the Roman Missal which is normative for the Latin Rite Catholic.  It is, therefore, appropriate that we review the General Instructions of the Roman Missal by our bishops in April 2003.  In an age when there is so much misunderstanding as to the teachings of Vatican II and the curial judgments based on its constitutions, decrees, and declarations it is important that statements made, have the backing of the teaching authority of the church.  It is particularly distressing in the area of worship for it is the center of Christian life.  So many descry the Mass we revere as being inadequate.  They see in past formulae the answer not only to liturgical correctness but to all the problems of church and modern society.  Their assertions are baseless both in perspective as well as in history.  Let us therefore permit the voice of the Church be heard.
In the preamble of the document it is acknowledged that the norms which now operative are:  “a witness to unchanged faith…In this new Missal, then, the Church’s rule of prayer (lex ordndi) corresponds to her perennial rule of belief (lex credendi), by which  namely we are taught that the Sacrifice of the Cross and its sacramental renewal in the Mass, which Christ the Lord instituted at the Last Supper and commanded the Apostles to do in His memory, are one and the same, differing only in the manner of offering, and that consequently the Mass is at once a sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving, of propriation and satisfaction. (2)…a witness to unbroken tradition…(T)raditions dating back to the first centuries, before the formation of the rites of East and West, are better known today because of the discovery of so many liturgical documents.  Moreover, continuing progress in the study of the Holy Fathers has also shed light upon the theology of the mystery of the Eucharist through the teachings of such illustrious fathers of Christian antiquity as St. Irenaeus, St. Ambrose, St. Cyril of Jerusalem, and St. John Chrysostom.  For this reason, the ‘norm of the Holy Fathers’ requires not only the preservation of what our immediate forebears have passed on to us, but also an understanding and a more profound study of the church’s entire past and of all the ways in which her one and only faith has been set forth in the quite diverse human and social forms prevailing in the Semitic, Greek, and Latin areas.  Moreover, this broader view allows us to see how the Holy Spirit endows the People of God with a marvelous fidelity in preserving the unalterable deposit of faith, even amid a very great variety of prayer and rites. (9) Accommodation to New conditions… (W)hen the Second Vatican Council convened in order to accommodate the Church to the requirements of her proper apostolic office precisely in these times, it examined thoroughly, as had Trent, the instructive and pastoral quality of the Sacred Liturgy.  Since no Catholic would now deny the lawfulness and efficacy of a sacred rite celebrated in Latin, the council was also able to grant that ‘the use of the vernacular language may frequently be of great advantage to the people’ and gave the faculty for its use.  The enthusiasm in response to this measure…had led…to permission for all liturgical ceremonies in which the people participate to be in the vernacular, for the sake of a better comprehension of the mystery being celebrated…(T)he Second Vatican Council also ordered that certain prescriptions of…Trent that had not been followed everywhere be brought to fruition, such as the homily to be given on Sundays and holy days and the faculty to interject certain explanations during the sacred rites themselves…(T) Second Vatican council…called for another desire…of Trent…namely that for the sake of a fuller participation in the Holy Eucharist ‘the faithful present at each Mass should communicate not only by spiritual desire but also by sacramental reception of the Eucharist’…(T)he Second Vatican Council (also) was able to give renewed consideration to what was established by Trent on Communion under both kinds…In this manner the Church, while remaining faithful to her office as teacher of truth safeguarding ‘things old’, that is, the deposit of tradition, fulfills at the same time another duty, that of examining and prudently bringing forth ‘things new’ (cf. Mt 13:52).” (12 – 15) These principles put a lie to the contention that the novus ordo lacks deep ecclesial roots.
Before examining the significance of each part of the Eucharistic liturgy with its attendant words and gestures the GIRM discusses in its first chapter the “Importance and Dignity of the Eucharistic Celebration.”  Recalling the central themes of  Sacrosanctum Concilium (Constitution on the Sacred Liturgy) it states:  “The celebration of Mass, as the action of Christ and the People of God arrayed hierarchically, is the center of the whole Christian life for the church both universally and locally, as well as for each one of the faithful individually.  In it is found the high point both of the action by which God sanctifies the world in Christ and of the worship that the human race offers to the Father, adoring him through Christ, the Son of God, in the Holy Spirit.  In it, moreover, during the course of the year, the mysteries of redemption are recalled so as in some way to be made present.  Furthermore, the other sacred actions and all the activities of the Christian life are bound up with it, flow from it and ordered to it.  It is therefore of the greatest importance that the celebration of the  Mass, that is, the Lord’s Supper – be so arranged that the sacred ministers and the faithful taking part in it, according to the proper state of each, may derive from it more abundantly those fruits for the sake of which Christ the Lord instituted the Eucharistic Sacrifice of his Body and Blood and entrusted it to the Church, his beloved Bride, as the memorial of his Passion and Resurrection.” (16-17) the language displays the crucial role of the Eucharist in faith formation while focusing both on its character as meal and sacrifice.
Next week we will continue to examine this document.  My you have a restful week.  Let us pray for each other.
