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We take a break from our study of the manner in which the Mass is celebrated so that we might take time to appreciate the latest encyclical of our Holy Father:  Caritas in Veritate.  (Let me briefly define what an encyclical is.  Simply put, it is a letter to the universal Church as well as to the world.  Its title, as well as that of other Roman documents, comes from its first words in its official Latin version.)  It was distressing when the secular press opined that this statement came forth because of the President’s visit to the Vatican last week.  This is absolutely ridiculous.  This papal teaching had been expected for some time.  Its publication was delayed for sometime due to the care Pope Benedict XVI takes in teaching the truths of our faith.  Equally infuriating is the media’s assertions that His Holiness’ writings are his effort to display a modern social conscience.  What nonsense!  Our Shepherd is reflecting rather on the nature of a Christian’s vocation.  This misunderstanding of the Church’s social teaching is similar to the errors of liberation theology popular in the seventies and eighties.

The Holy Father in this work shows all of us the consistency of papal teaching by referring to the writings of his predecessors.  But before he speaks of particular issues he grounds his thought in the reality he first taught as Pope in Deus Caritas Est.  “Charity in truth, to which Jesus Christ bore witness by his earthly life and especially by his death and resurrection, is the principal driving force behind the authentic development of every person and of all humanity.  Love…is an extraordinary force which leads people to opt for courageous and generous engagement in the field of justice and peace.  It is a force that has its origin in God, Eternal Love and Absolute Truth.  Each person finds his good by adherence to God’s plan for him, in order to realize it fully…he finds truth…All people feel the interior impulse to love authentically:  love and truth never abandon them completely, because these are the vocation planted by God in the heart and mind of every human person…In Christ, charity in truth becomes the Face of his Person, a vocation for us to love our brothers and sisters in the truth of his plan Indeed he himself is the Truth.” (1)  The Church and each of its members are challenged to move beyond the self-interest born of original sin and embrace our true self born of redemption.
From its origins in the Upper Room our faith community has expressed herself in responding not only to the spiritual longings of humanity but to the natural hungers of people.  “Charity is at the heart of the Church’s social doctrine.  Every responsibility and every commitment spelled out by that doctrine is derived from charity which, according to the teaching Jesus, is the synthesis of the entire law…It gives real substance to the personal relationship with God and with neighbor; it is the principle not only of micro-relationships (with friends, with family members or within small groups) but also of macro-relationships (social, economic, and political ones).  For the Church, instructed by the Gospel, charity is everything …everything has its origin in God’s love, everything is shaped by it, everything is directed towards it.  Love is God’s greatest gift to humanity; it is his promise and our hope.”  (2)  Very clearly the Vicar of Christ proclaims that human rights have their origin not in any Marxian philosophy but in the Good News who is Jesus Christ.  And just as certainly, he teaches that no Catholic can exempt themselves from living and sharing the values of social justice.

As he develops his topic of charity, the Pope defines justice.  “Justice is the primary way of charity” (6)  It displays itself in the “recognition  and respect for the legitimate rights of individuals and peoples.  It strives to build the earthly city according to law and justice.”  (Ibid.)  Benedict XVI reminds us that we cannot be charitable without being just.  Too often we have witnessed corporations who display great largess and yet fail to pay their employees a just wage and are involved with questionable business practices.  The Pontiff goes on to discuss a concept which seems to be neglected in our contemporary society in both economics and politics.  “To love someone is to desire that person’s good and to take effective steps to secure it.  Besides the good of the individual, there is a good that is linked to living in society:  the common good.  It is the good of ‘all of us’, made up of individuals, families and intermediate groups who work together constitute society…It is a good that is sought  not for its own sake, but for the people who belong to the social community and who can only really and effectively pursue their good within it.  To desire the common good and strive towards it as a requirement of justice and charity.  To take a stand for the common good is on the one hand to be solicitous for, and on the other hand to avail oneself of, that complex of institutions that give structure to the life of society, juridically, civilly, politically and culturally, making it the polis, or ‘city’.  The more we strive to secure a common good corresponding to the real needs of our neighbors, the more effectively we love them.  Every Christian is called to practice this charity, in a manner corresponding to his vocation and according to the degree of influence he wields in the polis.” (7) Tragically history has shown us that the balancing between society’s rights and an individual’s rights evidenced in this concept is often offended by extremes.  On the one hand, totalitarianism sought to eradicate the dignity of the individual resulting in genocides.  While on the other hand, the exaltation of personhood has discarded the responsibility one has to society.  Tyranny of the one is just as destructive as the tyrannous of the whole.
Next week we will continue an exposition of this teaching of Pope Benedict XVI.  I hope that many of you might use this summer as an occasion of reading this encyclical or writings

of our Holy Father.
