PASTOR’S NOTES
As we celebrate our country’s beginnings we thank God for the freedoms we have and seek His forgiveness for those who utilize them immorally.  To all we must witness in truth and compassion the ideas and ideals upon which our nation was founded.  Our first bishop, John Carroll, charged his contemporaries as he does us to pray for all civic leaders.

With our schools ending their academic years and the heat of summer finally upon us I am sure that many of you will be vacationing with family and friends.  Father Perry has flown to Ghana to see his kin as well as visit with his bishop. We look forward to his return in August.  At that time I will be leaving for Phoenix and the Supreme Convention of the Knights of Columbus.  (I have the honor once again to be the Associate State Chaplain of New York.)  After that I will take a few days off taking time for Archdiocesan meetings and some teaching of classes for catechetical leaders.  May I seek your assistance?  As you enjoy seeing various sites and attending Mass in other parishes may I ask you to remember Saint Stanislaus Kostka by continuing your financial support.  Our expenses remain in this season of leisure and indeed increase in face of the necessity of air conditioning our church and undertaking necessary maintenance projects.  (This might be a good time to sign up for “parish pay”.)  Second, I am always on the watch for innovations which other Catholic communities are utilizing to support their mission of preaching, teaching, and sanctifying.  When you participate in a Sunday Mass perhaps you could secure a copy of their bulletin for me.  I am always fascinated by the many beautiful churches in our Country.  Just recently I visited the parish in Wurtsboro.  What a jewel in that small town!  I have especially enjoyed the architecture of the parishes in Sante Fe, New Mexico.  There is a wonderful traditional beauty in the Cathedral of Saint Francis as it celebrates the cult of the saints.  The Basilica of the Immaculate Conception in Washington, D. C. is perhaps the most interesting building in the field of ecclesiastical architecture.  Begun decades before the Second Vatican Council, continued during its four sessions, and still in the process of renovation and completion, it features in its various aspects the history of American Catholics and their contributions to culture.

It’s hard to believe that fifty years have passed since Blessed Pope John XXIII called for our church to renew herself and reach out to the modern world.  Chief among the accomplishments of the world’s bishops was to reform the liturgy.  Their work invited the faithful to fuller participation.  With the collaboration of the Curia and conferences of Bishops produced rites for the Mass and the Sacraments.  In 1972 the General Instruction for the Roman Missal was published.  Since then various changes took place due to concerns of bishops, liturgists, and the faithful.  Most came about through canonical processes.  However, some came about through a neglect of norms as well as improper interpretations of counciliar and curial mandates.  At the same time, many Catholics have expressed a certain dissatisfaction with the translations of the Latin text of the Roman Missal.  In view of this latter criticism the Vatican issued a document entitled Liturgiam Authenticam in May of 2000.  The work of translating the new edition of the Roman Missal is following the norms established there.  According to the present timetable it will be approved for use sometime in 2011.

With the approval by the Vatican of the revised General Instructions and the expected new translation in the process of final approval by the National Conference of Catholic Bishops to the be sent for a Roman recognition it was suggested by Sister Janet Baxendale, S.C. that the Archdiocese explore methods of liturgical catechesis.  After her presentation to the Priest’s Council, it was decided that a committee of members should be formed to prepare the clergy and laity for this important moment.  I have the honor of being part of that five priest effort.  The remainder of the column will serve as the beginning of our parish formation in workshop.  We should realize that this is a significant time in our lives as Catholics.

Our speaker on the proposed translation introduced her subject by quoting Bishop Arthur Serrateli, the Bishop of Patterson, who is also the chair of the United States Committee on Divine Worship.  His address took place before Diocesan Liturgy Personnel at their meeting in Milwaukee.  “Liturgical language is important for the life of the Church.  In liturgy, words addressed to God and the words spoken to the people…voice the faith of the Church.  They are not simply the expression of one individual in one particular place at one time in history.  The words used in liturgy pass on the faith of the Church from one generation to the next...Wisely, therefore, the Church does not leave the words used in liturgy to the theological or pastoral sensitivity of any individual celebrant.  The words used in the prayers of the liturgy cannot be casual or improvised.  They are freighted with too much meaning and tradition…The time has come to renew that spirit which inspired the Church at the moment when the constitution Sacrosanctum Concilium was promulgated.  The seed was sown,…the seed has sprouted,…the acceptance of the Missal in a moment to sink our roots deeper into the soil of tradition handed on in the Roman Rite.”  Having viewed the approved translations of the Eucharistic Prayers I can testify to a great improvement in its beautiful meter and substance.
