We are also planning a spaghetti Dinner as a fund raiser for Conference.  More details will follow.
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This weekend Pleasant Valley Days are being celebrated in our community.  I am looking forward to the parade and cheering all the various groups of our neighbors.  It will end where many of them have concessions supporting their programs.  One of them we know especially well:  the Knights of Columbus.  These men comprise the local branch of the Catholic Order which many popes have called the “right arm of the Church.”  In our parish these followers of Father Michael McGivney have given scholarships, conducted blood drives, and sponsored many efforts to maintain our parish facilities, such as painting the offices.  How fortunate Saint Stanislaus Kostka Church is to have such gentlemen among us.

Last summer, as the Associate State Chaplain, I had the privilege to attend the 127th annual Supreme Convention in Phoenix (115 degrees).  Our new Archbishop was kind enough to join us.  It is a very unique experience to attend such a gathering.  The opening Mass was co-celebrated by eight cardinals, over sixty bishops and archbishops, and almost one hundred and fifty priests and deacons.  The first session always features greetings from our Holy Father.  (It is a wonderful tradition that when his message is presented the assembled audience stands.)  Cardinal Bertone, the signatory of the papal letter, announced:  “His Holiness is pleased to see in the theme of this year’s Convention – “We Stand with Peter in Solidarity with our Bishops and Priests” – a timely reminder of the importance of a united and clear testimony to the Gospel on the part of all the baptized, based on communion in the apostolic faith and membership in the one Body of Christ which is the Church…At a time of growing ethical confusion, and in the light of new and grave assaults on the right to life and the fundamental institutions of marriage and family the Church’s prophetic witness to those truths is ever more urgently needed as a genuine service to the common good.  For this reason the Holy Father encourages the praiseworthy efforts of the Knights to promote knowledge of the rich body of the Church’s social teaching, and, in union with the Bishops as ‘authentic teachers of the faith’…, to let that teaching shape and direct their personal lives, their institutional decisions and their engagement in the life of society at every level.  He likewise trusts that, as  a respected and articulate voice of the Catholic faithful, the Knights of Columbus will continue to defend that teaching through reasoned argument and responsible participation in civic and political life…The Knights of Columbus, founded as a fraternal and charitable association of Catholic laymen, have long reflected this essential union between charity and justice in their outstanding traditions of volunteer work in the service of others, especially those in the greatest material and spiritual need.  The Holy Father thus offers prayerful good wishes for the Year of the Volunteer which your Order is presently celebrating, and he encourages the Knights, in the vast network of their local councils, to renew their zeal for charitable works, as a tangible expression of the faith that expresses itself through love’…and directs all human activity to its ultimate fulfillment in the Kingdom of God.  On June 19 last…His Holiness inaugurated a Year for Priests, inviting the whole Church to contemplate anew the mystery and gift of the priesthood.  With deep appreciation for the unswerving commitment of the Knights to promoting priestly and religious vocations world-wide, he appeals to all the members of the Order to celebrate this Year by praying fervently for an increase in vocations, supporting their sublime and demanding ministry, and encouraging young men to be generous and open to the Lord’s call.  During this Year may every Knight reflect with gratitude on the immense harvest of good reaped as a result of the pastoral vision and apostolic zeal of outstanding parish priests like the Servant of God, Father Michael McGivney, and the Cure of Ars, Saint John Mary Vianney, and pray that our Lord will continue to raise up new generations of shepherds after his own heart…”

Following this presentment of Benedict’s XVI’s thoughts the Supreme Knight Carl Anderson issued his annual report.  As he spoke it was obvious that the Knights continue to live the dream of the founder and the challenge of the Pope.  The leader of the Order stated:  “As Knights, we hear the voice of Christ in the teaching of His Church.  We are proud of our fidelity to Peter and the Church.”  As he soon demonstrated these are not empty words.  In addition to many scholarships given to seminarians, he reminded his audience:  “Last year 4, 758 men and 148 women received financial support…in the course of their studies to become men and women religious”.  This is but one small example of the Knights assistance to priests.  Chaplains in the military bear witness to themselves and the troops they serve.  In regard to the latter it must be noted that men have volunteered 91,000 hours assisting patients in the various veteran hospitals.  In a time when charitable giving has fallen, the Supreme Knight announced “…our charitable contributions went up by 3.5%.  Knights of Columbus donations to charity last year climbed by a spectacular $5.1 million to more than $150 million.  Our members also donated 68,783,653 hours of volunteer service a jump of almost 88,000 hours over last year, and a new record.”  Thousands of hours have been spent for example, in service to the Special Olympics program.  Other groups who have benefited from their largess is the Habitat for Humanity, Catholic Charities, and the Volunteers of America.  Additionally they have contributed to projects researching cures for many diseases.  Of course, the church is the focus of so much of the Knights activities and charity.  “Almost $45 million of our charitable donations last year went to Church activities.  And not a day goes by that we don’t find Knights teaching religious education classes, helping out at parish schools, serving as active laymen in the liturgy, or helping to fix kneelers in the Church or repair the sidewalk out front.  When a parish priest needs,…the Knights respond.”  In each of my assignments, I can attest to the veracity of these thoughts of Mr. Anderson.  Here at St. Stanislaus we have an outstanding Council.  I would hope that every man in this parish will consider becoming a Knight.  I would be honored to sponsor anyone in our faith community.

Think about it.
