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PASTOR’S COLUMN
One of our more notable musicals proposed in a song:  “We need a little Christmas.”  In the face of recent trials and tribulations experienced by so many we can say.  “We truly need this Easter.”  Its a message informs us as we bear the burdens of human existence.

The legion of indictments against many Wall Street figures have revealed in many of their charges the violation of trust between agent and client.  The results being tragic.  Thousands have lost their retirement benefits.   Others can no longer look forward to supporting their children’s educational efforts.  Still others have had their dreams of their own home dashed.  They believed the words and pictures of the colorful brochures which promised much but delivered only heartache.  The faith they displayed in financial gurus, some relatives or friends of long-standing, violated.  Additionally, banks and other investment institutions are requiring governmental bailouts because of decisions they made trusting in principles of economic stability which proved faulty.  Many layoffs have occurred in companies once considered immune to downturns in business.  The culture of materialism has been found bankrupt.  The truth of the Gospel is revealed once again.  “What profit is there if a man gain the whole world and suffer the loss of his soul.”  American society has displayed the scars of greed, the cancer of overindulgence, and the leprosy of narcissism.  The antidote comes to us in all its power this day.  It is the Spes Salvi:  the hope of salvation which comes as a result of God’s power revealed in the resurrection of the Son, Jesus Christ.  In the midst of our woes perhaps the light  of this divine mystery might be obscured.  Its reality, however, must be acknowledged by the believer.  We must see as Saint Paul states, with the eyes of faith.  If we do, then the future is less daunting.  Not only in terms of our ultimate destiny do we say this but experiencing life on earth we are able to acknowledge the companionship of the Risen Lord, on our altar, in His Word, and in our community.

As we enjoy the company of friends and family around the dinner table we cannot forget those who have passed beyond our sight and are part of the eternal Easter won for them by the blood of the Cross.   They too lived in difficult days and had to overcome many hardships.  Their witness, however, is what we remember.  They always showed us that grace can accomplish all things.  Over the course of a decade my mother suffered from three distinct bouts of cancer.  She never complained and always complied with any instructions she might receive from her medical teams.  But she always saw that her primary obligation was to follow her Lord.  Whenever requested to sign medical forms, especially those dealing with advance instructions such as DNR notices she would seek assurance:  “Now, Brian, this is O.K. with the Church, right?”  I am grateful that she and God were so in tune with each other that she received the Eucharist at 10:00 a.m. and by 10:15 a.m. she had the privilege of seeing Him face to face.  I pray that my relationship with the Divine Persons of the Trinity will one day be that close.  Equally important to us should be the memories of how our departed lived, how they faced crises, and how they could accomplish so much not for themselves but for others.  Thoughts of Easter dinners, for example, bring to mind my Mother, yet again.  Having spent much of Holy Week and Easter morning in the Seminary.  I looked forward to coming

home for a home cooked meal.  I would frequently enter the house, greet my family, and notice upwards of three strangers.  It would be explained to me by my sisters that Mom had  found out these people had no place to go for the feast and so she invited them over.  This was over and above of course, the parish priests, and our friends the Mittags and the Lapins, though they were Jewish would never turn down an invitation from their friend, Anne, who they loved.  Our parents, as did so many, lived by the credo:  “we might not have much, but whatever it is, we share.”  An old priest friend of my parents would say:  “Anne, you seem to make a feast out of nothing:”

This is one grateful son for having a mother and father who kept the faith and taught it to us by word and example.  They celebrated what we had rather than mourn what we lacked.  This is one grateful priest for having a patient God who permits me to serve Him despite my unworthiness and plethora of flaws.  This is one grateful pastor for being here at Saint Stanislaus Kostka and working with so many wonderful people.  It is a joy to collaborate with Father Francis Perry and Deacon John Dunn.   Their readiness to assist the People of God is just one of their virtues.  Few pastors can boast of a rectory staff as fine as ours.  Andrea, Nancy, and Dianne bring such enthusiasm to every task, and with humor try to anticipate the boss’s latest change of direction.  What wonderful youth programs we have in the nursery school, religious education, and music.  Speaking of which our liturgies are superb because of so many volunteers as well as the musicianship of Dr. Rose, our guitarists, violinist, trumpet and drum soloists.  They are so expressive of our faith also because of our lectors, Eucharistic ministers, altar servers, and ushers.  And, of course, we must recognize the special activity of the Knights of Columbus.  But all would be for naught, my dear friends, were it not for you, the faithful parishioners so generous with your time, talent and treasure.   May the Risen Christ watch over all of us, give us peace and prosperity, and unite us one day in the company of the communion of saints.
