CONFERENCE CODE OF BEHAVIOR AND RULES

1. Participants represent the youth of the Archdiocese.  They are expected to act like ladies and gentlemen.

2. The dress for the conference program events is casual. The Saturday evening Mass and the Archdiocesan Cotillion are semi-formal or formal. Friday dance and Saturday night concert are casual.

3. Youth must respect the authority of the adults who have been placed in a supervisory capacity. The badges they are wearing identify the adults.

4. All youth participants are advised not to bring large sums of money with them.  If it is necessary to do so, it is suggested that they leave finances with their Moderator or Adult Advisor who will see that it will be put into the hotel safe along with any other valuables.

5. Each participant must have nametag indicating his/her home address on each piece of luggage that is checked into the hotel.

6. Anyone found in possession of alcoholic beverages and/or illegal drugs will be sent home immediately, and their Moderator, parents and proper authorities will be notified.

7. Every participant must be in his/her own room on Friday evening by curfew time at 1:00am and Saturday evening at 1:30am.  The CYO Advisors Committee will check rooms after curfew.  Please do not allow more than four youth in a room.

8. The participants cannot exchange rooms without permission of the County Advisor, who will notify the Hotel Registration Desk and CYO Conference Headquarters.  This is for safety reasons, in case of an emergency.

9. Youth participants are not permitted to visit the rooms of members of the opposite gender at any time.

10. Participants are to maintain quiet in their rooms and in the halls in consideration for other guests of the hotel.

11. Badges, given at time of registration, must be worn at all times and serve as admission to all workshops, sessions and social functions. Ushers are not allowed to admit anyone without a badge to any session of this conference.

12. All sessions are to start promptly at the time assigned, no matter how many are present, and close at the assigned time.  Please make sure all youth attend all sessions and remain until they are dismissed.

13. Each parish will be responsible for any damages by their members at the Conference.  Please make sure that all rooms fill out a damage report upon arrival in order to avoid paying for damage that was previously in the room.
