3RD ANNUAL MARDI GRAS PARTY

Reservations are required and please note that this is an adult party and no children under the age of 18 should be in attendance.  There is a limited amount of space so don’t hesitate.  You don’t want to miss out on all the fun.
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This week on Wednesday evening we will commence a study of Pope Benedict XVI’s work on the early church fathers.  The book we will utilize is the compilation of the Wednesday papal audiences he delivered in Saint Peter’s Square on the subject.  Prior to these presentations the Holy Father had led the faithful in meditations on the lives of the Apostles.  As in the case of the earliest teachers of the Christian community our shepherd wants us to grasp the significance of Christ’s first disciples not just as historical figures but as models for present-day believers.  As we confront the philosophical uncertainties and moral relativism of our age let us utilize his thoughts for our growth and the reformation of human society.

The Pope begins his reflections with an examination of Simon soon called to be Peter, the rock of the new ecclesial community.  As Benedict touches upon each of the encounters between Jesus and the “Big Fisherman” he gives us a very useful insight:  “It seems to me that these conversions of St. Peter on different occasions, and his whole figure, are a great consolation and a great lesson for us.  We too have a desire for God, we too want to be generous, but we too expect God to be strong in the world and to transform the world on the spot, according to our ideas and the needs that we perceive.” (49)  We must see Peter in ourselves for the call to discipleship comes to us through no act of worthiness on our part.  For thousands of years the Chosen people of the Old Testament lived in expectancy of the Messiah.  Their prophets looked to the time when God’s Anointed One would bring forth His Kingdom.  Since His Incarnation the Son of God has fulfilled the Promise and asked generation after generation to be recipients of its graces and spread the Good News.  We are the fortunate inheritors of the present age.  But like Peter, the initial call did not cause perfection to grow within us instantaneously.  Our struggles have mirrored his.  Our expectations have imitated his.  We call upon the Father to heal our sick, to preserve our economic security, and to grant us victory over adversaries.  A God speaks to us as He did to His first apostle:  “God chooses the way of the transformation of hearts in suffering and in humility. …We must follow Jesus and not go before Him:  it is He who shows us the way.”  (Ibid.) As Peter acknowledges in John’s gospel and we must affirm:  We can go no where else but to Jesus for He has the words of everlasting life.

Peter’s brother Andrew who is a recipient of the apostolic call at the same time might be less prominent than Zebedee’s sons but the Pope wants us to realize his contributions.  His realism is often shown by his questioning of Jesus:  How can we feed so many?  How will Jerusalem be destroyed as Jesus prophesies?  But he is also seen as one who brings others to the Lord.  And after the Lord returns to the Father’s side and sends for the Spirit, Andrew became the Apostle of the Greek world.  Like his brother, Peter, he is crucified, though tradition states that his is in the form of a Chi (X).  Reflecting on the roman punishment he endured the Pope proclaims:  “Christian spirituality…does not view the Cross as an instrument of torture but rather as an incomparable means for perfect configuration to the Redeemer, to the grain of wheat that fell into the earth.  Here we have an important lesson to learn our own crosses acquire value if we consider them and accept them as a part of the Cross of Christ…” (64) 
When we were children we were taught the morning offering in which we did exactly that.  It is unfortunate that in our adult lives we frequently forget that reality.  The Holy Father concluded his study with the statement that Andrew “teaches us to follow Jesus with promptness, to speak enthusiastically about him to those we meet, and especially, to cultivate a relationship of true familiarity with him, acutely aware that in him alone can we find the ultimate meaning of our life and death.
The next subject treated by the Pope was James sometimes called the “greater” not because of any estimate of virtue but because of his prominence in scripture as part of the special trio comprising himself, Peter, and John.  These three “Jesus admitted to important moments in his life.”  (65)  The pontiff recalls the presence of James at the Transfiguration where Jesus is revealed as the fulfillment of the Law and the Prophets as well as his privileged place in the garden providing minor solace to the Master enduring present agony contemplating a painful death.  He acknowledges that James the Greater stands before us as an eloquent example of generous adherence to Christ.  He, who initially had requested, through his mother, to be seated with his brother next to the Master in his Kingdom, was precisely the first to drink the chalice of the passion and to share martyrdom with the Apostles.” (67)  James had seen the raising of Jairius’ daughter and realized that this portended not only the ultimate display of divine power in Jesus as the Son of God, but also the promise of eternity that can be claimed by all who proclaim Him as Lord.

Next we will continue our exposition of this papal understanding of the Church’s origins.  It is my hope that many will be able to join us on Wednesday evening.
May the example of the Apostles inspire us to a greater appreciation of our evangelical role in the Church.
