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This weekend we honor our longest married couples and look forward to the celebration of Saint Valentine’s Day.  They are living witnesses to us of the meaning of commitment in Christ.  They are the incarnation of the ideal of unconditional love unto eternity.  They are fulfilling the Pauline symbol of Christ and His church in a relationship of sacrifice and love.  At the same time they are challenging each of us to imitate their example not on just one day a year, but in every moment of our human existences.

Throughout my life and ministry I have been gifted with knowing people who have understood the privileges, responsibilities, and obligations of relationships of love.  Over the years I have heard the expression from many people:  “I want to give my children what I didn’t have.”  Frequently this phrase refers to the bestowal of material advantages not conceived of in a previous generation.  However, we must not fail to give our offspring what we did receive.  Marital unity was defined for me in several ways by my mother and father.  I recall that there were many Fridays (when abstinence from meat was absolute) mom would do her weekly shopping.  She would always stop at the deli counter of Grand Union to order a quantity of cold cuts.  Proceed to the snack aisle and gather an assortment of chips and pretzels.  Then she would take a stroll down the soda section.  Rolls and pastry purchases would have to wait until she visited Johnnie’s  Bakery.  We, children, knew that we would not enjoy most of the goodies in her basket for this was the substance of a banquet they would enjoy after we retired for the evening and our parents awaited midnight.  This was their time for strengthening each other and honoring their union.  As a young priest on Staten Island I developed a great affection for a family of eight children.   They welcomed me to share their home and various celebrations.  As the years went on and my assignments took me elsewhere I would call the house if I would be returning to the island.  With whomever answered I would ask if I could take the husband and wife to dinner.  For over fifty years the answer would always be the same:  “I will have to ask my friend.”  Until death, they were best friends.

Next Saturday, many gifts will be exchanged:  flowers, candy, and perhaps an item of jewelry.  In our youth, as we pursued the person with whom we might want to spend our days, we dedicated ourselves to the ways of romance.  We would send a card for no particular reason and write some warm sentiments; we would arrange a special dinner in a favorite restaurant; and sometimes just present ourselves as ready to helping with some mundane chore.  Many a relationship was strengthened when it was agreed that a night of babysitting for her sister’s children and a movie at home when they were put to bed would be fine.  Or when he showed an almost complete inability to coordinate colors in his living room, to purchase a couple of throw pillows and crochet an afghan would demonstrate a supportive presence.  Or when the Friday night date might be developing a routine quality, he might stop at the florist for a single yellow rose to ensure the newness of every encounter.  Sad to say, though the inception of a relationship might reveal creative ways of telling the other person they are special, its continuance sees a “taking for granted” attitude come to the floor.
As someone who has counseled couples and judged the validity of marriages, I can attest that there are break-ups caused by serious psychological dysfunction, domestic abuse, and spousal abandonment.  More often, however, I have seen relationships end not with a bang but with a whimper.  As time goes on communication lessens and a growing sense of not being acknowledged and appreciated takes root.  A cartoon, I once saw, is very telling.  In the first section a man comes into a room where his wife is sitting at a desk doing some paperwork.  In the bubble, he asks her to go for a walk, she responds that she has quite a few bills to pay.  In the second section, he questions if she were single and received such an invitation what would be her answer.  The third panel simply shows them walking down a path in the moonlight.  Great lesson!  While we have been stressing the marital relationship and the necessity of nourishing it with words and acts of kindness and support, it should also be recognized that all relationships need the same:  parental, sibling, and co-working.  In terms of our major emphasis there must be a prioritization of one’s union with the spouse.  While parenting is a significant role, it is important to separate ourselves to recharge our commitment.  When is the last time just as husband and wife, you took a ride to admire the Catskills, take in a show, or share a glass of wine?  When is the last time you stopped, brought a card, and wrote a note saying how lucky you feel being with your love?  When is the last time you simply sat down alone and told that special person what you see, admire, and love in them.  These fulfillments of our vacation should take place not just one day sanctioned by society but very often.  And when we  remember that person who has committed himself or herself  with gratitude let us recall ever more frequently the One who has brought us together and Whose love for us knows no bounds as we witness in the mystery of redemption.
