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In the fall of 2006 I was privileged to be present at the sixtieth anniversary of the Graymoor Friars beginning their ministry in Rome.  The Eucharist was celebrated by Cardinal Furno,  Archbishop (now Cardinal) Foley, Father Pugliese, the Superior General, many numbers of the community, Vatican staff members, and myself.  Later in that same week a banquet took place which was attended by our church hierarchy as well as members of ecclesial communities who though separated from the Catholic Church represent them in the Roman Curia.  This occasion was one which brought true joy for it marked the progress made in the field of ecumenism caused in great part by the vision and work of Father Paul James Francis Wattson.  As we conclude the Week of Prayer for Christian Unity it might be beneficial to remember its origins as well as the goals of its present observance:  “That they may become one in Your hand.”
Receivers of the legacy of the Oxford Movement of England the Episcopalians Paul Wattson and Lurana White formed a new religious community which featured the Franciscan charism in October of 1898.  They sought constantly new ways of encouraging dialogue which would lead to the formation of “one flock with one shepherd.”  Because they recognized the primacy of the Pope they faced great antagonism from their co-religionists.  Wanting to concretize their full title of Atonement into their hope for At-one-ment they developed a plan for an octave of prayer in 1908.  The following year Father Paul and Mother (as she became known) Lurana and their religious community were received by the Vatican into the Catholic Church.  Before focusing on their prayerful contribution to Christian unity we should note that one of the major works of the Friars for decades has been the restoration of mind, body, and spirit of people suffering addiction.
Following the format set a hundred years ago, the week of prayer begins with the feast of Saint Peter’s Chair (recognizing the call of Peter by Christ to head the young faith community) and ends with the feast of the Conversion of Saint Paul.  The theme each year is set as a result of the collaboration of the Faith and Order Commission of the World Council of Churches and the Pontifical Council for Promoting Christian Unity.  Each day the emphasis is placed on an aspect of the theme.  On the first day it was the “Christian communities face to face with old and new divisions.”  As the years have progressed understandings have been established on various theological issues such as justification.  However, “communion grounded in our belonging to Christ,” is often superceded by questions on the dignity of human life, nature of sacred ministry, and definition of sacramental encounters.  As “Christians come face to face with war and violence” it is recognized that these are “the result of unhealed division which exists inside ourselves, and of the human arrogance which prevents us from recovering the real foundation of our existence.”  On the third day it was realized that “Christians” come “face to face with economic injustice and poverty” .  As the ecumenical leaders reflect: “the economic system of the world today aggravates the situation of the poor and accentuates social inequity…(T)he world community is confronted with the growing precariousness of labor and its consequences…the priorities of today’s world, in which ‘more money’ is seen as the highest value and goal of life, can only lead to death.  As churches, we are called to counter this by living together in the spirit of…Christ, spreading this good news.”  On the fourth day the focus is an ecological crisis.  “Together Christians must do their utmost to save creation…It is only together that they can protect the work of the creator…With the biblical vision of creation as affirmation, Christians can contribute with one voice to the present reflection on the future of our planet.  The fifth day reveals the common Christian concern about discrimination and social prejudice.”  In his earthly ministry, Jesus showed himself to be particularly sensitive regarding the common humanity of all men and women…The restoration of the unity of all mankind is the common mission of all Christians.  Together they must struggle against all discrimination.  It is also their common hope because all are one in Christ and there is no longer Jew or Greek, slave or free, man or woman.”  The sixth day acknowledges that Christians come face to face with disease and suffering. “The sick are not objects and not only at the receiving end of care; rather, they are subjects of faith.. We are used to caring for the sick, but we are not so used to their crying loudly and disturbing us.  Their cries today may be for affordable medicine in poor countries, which touches the questions of patents and profits….A healing community can grow when the sick experience the presence of God through a mutual relationship with their sisters and brothers in Christ.”  On the seventh day Christians focus on the plurality of religions in the world today.  “The Churches are committed to dialogue in the cause of Christian unity.  In recent years, dialogue has also developed between people of other faiths…If our Christian witness is united by virtue of our faith in Christ, our opposition to prejudice and conflict will be all the more effective.  And if we listen carefully to our neighbors of other faiths, can we learn something more of the inclusiveness of God’s love for all people, and of his kingdom?...Dialogue with other Christians should not lead to a loss of a particular Christian identify but to joy as we obey Jesus’ prayer that we become one, as He is one with the Father.  Unity will not come today or even tomorrow, but together, with other believers, we walk towards that final, common destiny of love and salvation.”  As the Pope emphasizes often this must be an age of hope.  That virtue is the focus of the final day of prayer.  As it is written:  “Christians live in the midst of a world which is marked by various kinds of division and alienation.  Yet the stance of the Church remains one of hope, grounded not in what human beings can do, but in the power and abiding desire of God to transform fracture and fragmentation into unity and wholeness, death-giving hatred into life-giving love.”

May we pray not only in these days for unity among God’s people but throughout the year.
